2009 Achievements

New Corporate Profile: The acquisition of EXMIN turned Dia Bras from a 
company focused on two mines into a regional play with one of the most 
attractive land holdings in the prolific Sierra Madre mining region.

Cost Reductions: Cost of production declined from US$129 to US$92 per 
tonne of ore through efficiency gains and more selective mining of higher 
grades to withstand the sharp fall in base metals prices in early 2009.

Increased Transparency: Dia Bras implemented accounting changes that 
should enhance the understanding of the Corporationõs fundamentals by 
market participants.

Exploration Success: At the Bolivar Property, several high -grade gold target 
areas have been identified by the exploration team at the La Cascadagold 
surface anomaly and added to the list of gold targets on the property. At the 
CusiProperty, new high -grade veins were identified near existing mine 
infrastructure.
